• Dr. Torres informed that an 
aggressive remediation plan 
is in progress; there is data 
that will be sent; NCLEX 
scores are increasing 

• Dr. Persaud confirmed that 
the administrative details 
are not being met and the 
regulations are not in 
compliance 
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• University has had four 
program directors in four 
years, screening process for
