May 8, 2020 
1. House Bill 259, cross file, 

Senate Bill 103. This is the 
Health Occupation 
Diagnostic Evaluation and 
Treatment of Patients, 
Disciplinary Actions Bill. The 
bill was initially introduced to 
support treatment for 
Lyme's Disease. This bill 
limits the Board's ability to 
take disciplinary action 
against a licensee or 
certificate holder for use of a 
diagnostic evaluation or 
treatment that is integrative, 
complementary, alternative, 
or non-conventional. It was 
enacted under Section 17c 
of the Maryland 
Constitution, Chapters 139 
and 140.

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2. Senate Bill 166, titled Drugs
