DaVita seeking approval for Mona
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Master, Florida multistate license, RN9462721. She meets all
of the qualifications. She is a clinical educator - has been
a clinical educator for DaVita since 2015 in other states.

So, DaVita is seeking approval for Mona Master to be
an instructor here in Maryland.

MS. ROBIN HILL: So moved, Dr. Robin Hill.

MS. HAYWARD: Second, Hayward.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from Dr. Robin Hill, a
second from Hayward. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Opposed?

(No oppositions)

MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. CLEARY: Finally, DaVita is seeking approval for
Silvestre M. Perez, multistate Florida license, RN9478987.
Silvestre meets the qualification. He's assistant faculty
administrator. He assists with management and development
of patient and staff education programs in other states.

So, DaVita is seeking approval for Silvestre Perez
in Maryland.

MS. HAYWARD: So moved, Hayward.
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MS. TURNER: Second, Turner.

MR. RAYMOND: We have a motion from Hayward, and a
second from Turner. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Any opposed?

The
applications were submitted with a review of the approved CEUs
by the Electrology Practice Committee for the following
licensed electrologists: 8A.1l, pursuant to duties and powers
of the Annotated Code of Maryland, the Electrology Practice
Committee has reviewed the completed renewal application and
supporting documentation for Lara, L-A-R-A; Iskander,
I-S-K-A-N-D-E-R, licensed electrologist, License Number
E01434.

So, the committee actually looked at this renewal
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application on October 25th, and again on November 3rd and

finds that the applicant meets the requirements in the Code
of Maryland Regulations, Title 10, Subtitle 53, Chapter 4,

specifically 10.53.04.01 through COMAR 10.53.04.04.

Any questions about her application?

(No questions posed)

MS. ROBIN HILL: So moved, Dr. Robin Hill.

MS. HAYWARD: Second, Hayward.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from Dr. Robin Hill, a
second from Hayward for renewal for Lara Iskander. Those in
favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Any opposed?

(No oppositions)

MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. MENTZER: Moving on to 8A.2. Again, the
Electrology Practice Committee has reviewed the completed
renewal application and supporting documentation on both
October 25th and again on November 3rd for Marta, M-A-R-T-A;
Petersen, P-E-T-E-R-S-E-N, licensed electrologist, License

Number E01349, and finds that the renewal application and

She submitted
her 2021 renewal application, and was required to submit
evidence of ten approved CEUs. They are prorated for her first
renewal period according to the requirements in COMAR.

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Lakes.

MR. RAYMOND: Seeking a motion for approval.

MS. ROBIN HILL: So moved, Dr. Robin Hill.

She does
meet the requirements for having documentation of the required
number of ten CEUs for the initial renewal license period,
therefore she meets the requirements in COMAR for licensure
renewal.

MR. RAYMOND: I need a motion.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from
Gibbons-Baker, and a second from Beeson. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Opposed?

MR. RAYMOND: So moved.

MS. MENTZER: 8A.6 is electrology license holder
Robin Hammerman, R-0O-B-I-N; H-A-M-M-E-R-M-A-N, licensed
electrologist, License Number E01413. This application was
received to the Board on October 28th, and a preliminary review
was completed on November 3rd. The application is considered
complete. The number of required CEUs for twenty approved CEUs
for the renewal period were included with the complete
application, and is seeking approval from the Board for license
renewal.

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: So moved, Gibbons-Baker.

MS. BEESON: Second, Beeson.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from
Gibbons-Baker, and a second from Beeson. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.
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MR. RAYMOND: Any opposed?

At its meeting on October 25, 2021, and at this time
is unable to make a recommendation to the Board to approve the
renewal application at this time due to insufficient evidence
of documentation of the required number of twenty approved CEUs.

The committee is recommending, therefore, to the
Board to place licensee Deborah Winter, Licensed Electrologist
E01457 on inactive status, and to provide Deborah Winter with
written notification of the Board's decision in a letter sent
by U.S. Postal Service.

A draft of the letter is also included for your
review.

MR. RAYMOND: Seeking a motion to place Deborah
Winter, License Number E01457 in an inactive status, and to
send Ms. Winter a letter that was drafted.

MS. HAYWARD: So moved, Hayward.

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: Second, Gibbons-Baker.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from Hayward, and a
second from Gibbons-Baker. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.
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MR. RAYMOND: Opposed?
(No oppositions)

MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. MENTZER: Moving on to Section 8C.1. These, 1,
2, and 3 are recommendations to the Board to accept license
renewal applications for 2021, licensure to practice
direct-entry midwifery with approved CEUs.

8C.1, the Direct-Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee
has reviewed the 2021 renewal application with documentation
of at least twenty approved continuing education units
required for renewal of a license to practice as a
direct-entry midwife in Maryland for Chloe French, licensed
direct-entry midwife, License Number DEM00032.

The committee is making a recommendation to the
Board to accept the renewal application as meeting
requirements in the Annotated Code of Maryland, Health
Occupations Article, Title 8, Subtitle 8C, Sections
8-6C-18, and pursuant to the Code of Maryland Regulations,
Title 10, Subtitle 64, Chapter 1, specifically COMAR
10.64.01.17 and COMAR 10.64.01.18 to approve the renewal.

MR. RAYMOND: Since these are approvals of CEUs for
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renewal, do we have to do each one of these individually, or
can we do them as a unit?

MR. CONTI: We're going to do them individually.

MR. RAYMOND: Individually, okay. Seeking a motion
for Chloe French?

MS. JACQUELINE: Motion to approve, Dr. Jacqueline
Hill.

MS. BEESON: Second, Beeson.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from Dr. Jacqueline
Hill, and I have a second from Beeson. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Opposed?

(No oppositions)

MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. MENTZER: 8-C2, the applicant for renewal of a
direct-entry midwife license in Maryland 2021 renewal
application for Shanna, S-H-A-N-N-A; Mastrangelo,
M-A-S5-T-R-A-N-G-E-L-0, licensed
direct-entry midwife, License Number DEM00004.

The Direct-Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee has

reviewed and is recommending that the Board accept the
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approved CEUs and renewal application for 2021 for Shanna
Mastrangelo, License Number DEM00004, pursuant to the COMAR
as well as the Annotated Code of Maryland. We believe that
she meets all of the requirements for licensure renewal as
a licensed direct-entry midwife in Maryland.

MR. RAYMOND: Seeking a motion.

MS. HAYWARD: So moved, Hayward.

MS. BEESON: Second, Beeson.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from Hayward, and a
second from Beeson. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Any opposed?

(No oppositions)

MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. MENTZER: 8C.3, this applicant for licensure
seeking renewal for 2021 for direct-entry midwife in Maryland
is Elizabeth O'Shea, licensed direct-entry midwife, License
Number DEMO00006.

The committee has reviewed the application and is
recommending to the Board to accept the approved CEUs for

Elizabeth O'Shea as meeting the requirements in the Annotated
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Code of Maryland, Health Occupations Article, Title 8,
Subtitle 6C, Sections 8-6C-18, and the COMAR regulations,
specifically 10.64.01.17 and COMAR 10.64.01.18.

MR. RAYMOND: Seeking a motion.

MS. BEESON: So moved, Beeson.

MS. CASSIDY: Second, Cassidy.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from Beeson, and a
second from Cassidy. All those in favor?

ALL: Aye.

MR. RAYMOND: Opposed?

(No oppositions)

MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. MENTZER: Moving on to 8D. 8D is a request to
the Board to accept the summary of the direct-entry midwife's
annual data collection forms for the annual report to the
legislature.

The Direct-Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee
members have had the opportunity to review each of the thirty
submitted data collection forms at its meeting on October 15,
2021 as required in the Nurse Practice Act, Annotated Code of

Maryland, Health Occupations Article, Title 8, Subtitle 6C,
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Section 8-6C-10.

The committee respectfully requests that the Board
accept the recommendations from the committee to approve the
summary of the data collection forms, please see the attachment,
to be included in the Board's annual report to the legislature
due on December 1lst of each calendar year as required in the
Nurse Practice Act, Annotated Code of Maryland, Health
Occupations Article, Title 8, Subtitle 6C, Section 8-6C-12.

So, hopefully you've had an opportunity to review
the summary of the data collection forms. If there are any
questions, I can try to address them. At the end are the
recommendations from the committee that are also required to be
included with the summary of the data collection.

I can read the recommendations if you're interested.

MR. RAYMOND: I am going to ask Michael Conti to
speak to the history on this report over the last year so that
the Board members and those that are new to the Board understand
the significance of this report as it relates to the legislature
and what's going toward the legislature.

MR. CONTI: So, each year the Direct-Entry Midwifery

Advisory Committee is required to submit this report to the
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Board, this annual report, which does include recommendations

regarding the expansion of scope of practice to include

attending births after VBACs. And if you recall, last month the

Direct-Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee presented its report

that will be sent to the legislature in which they did make

those recommendations to expand the scope.

Each year upon receipt of the DEM Advisory

Committee's annual report, you as a Board are also obligated to

send your own report to the legislature. And part of your

review of this report and your obligation under the law is to

discuss and deliberate and decide whether or not you, as a

Board, have any recommendations regarding expanding the scope of

practice of licensed direct-entry midwives and any

recommendations, including recommendations for legislation

regarding the scope of practice of licensed direct-entry

midwives to include vaginal birth after Caesarean.

So, you as a Board have your own opportunity now to

review this annual report from the DEM Advisory Committee and

make your own recommendations, either adopting those that are

included in the Advisory Committee's report,

recommendations related to those items.

or making your own
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I would also note that last year, if you recall,
there was legislation introduced during the last Legislative
Session, which was the subject of this year's Advisory
Committee report. Last year this Board decided to support that
legislation when it was presented.

So, that's just some background for you, and at this
point you should discuss the report and decide whether or not
you have any independent recommendations or if you're going to
decide to just adopt the recommendations from the committee.

MR. RAYMOND: Thank you, Michael. I appreciate that
overview.

So, we will open it for discussion of the report
before we take a motion. Emalie?

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: My assumption is that this is a
report that is required by all direct-entry midwives; is that
correct? And do we get the report from - I believe, Monica,
you said that there were thirty responses to this survey. How
many licensed direct-entry midwives do we have right now in
the state?

MS. MENTZER: If you look at the numbers from the

state, we have thirty, currently, that are active and were
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licensed during this annual review period to submit, and all
thirty did submit the required annual data collection forms
that were due October 1lst. They were reviewed by the committee
on October 15th.

There are a few additional license
direct-entry midwives that weren't licensed yet by the Board
since the fiscal period ended June 30th. So, they would not
have been required to submit a report because they weren't
licensed by the Board in Maryland during that period of review.
So, there's an additional, I want to say, three. Yeah,
somewhere around three that would not have been required to
submit this report because they weren't licensed in Maryland
during that fiscal period of review for the 2021 fiscal period,
which would have been from July 1, 2020 through June 30, 2021.

So, the data was submitted by each individual using
the standard data collection form available on our website. We
didn't make any modifications to that form. The committee did
review it before it was sent out July 1lst. Early-July is when
the annual data collection form is sent out with the notice
saying that it's due October 1lst, as well as this year, the

renewal applications went with the packet.
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So, they all turned them in, and the summary is
compiled by the committee reviewing all of the questions that
are on the data form in tabulating the numbers into this
summary.

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: Thank you for clarifying all
that.

MR. RAYMOND: The specific point I think we should
probably deliberate is the expansion of scope to include
vaginal birth after a C-section, the VBACs. And that is the
recommendation from the committee is that there is that
extension of scope.

And the history, as Mr. Conti pointed out, is that
last year that was legislation that was introduced and
supported by this Board. So, since we have to submit our own
report, we should deliberate whether or not that is something
that we continue to support and put in our own report as an
expansion of their scope.

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: I would recommend that we would
continue to support that. There are certain requirements in
reference to a vaginal birth after a Caesarean section. So,

direct-entry midwives are required to meet all of those
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requirements with their patience. So, I still believe we
should continue to support that legislation.

MS. ROBIN HILL: In this report it states, "In
certain limited circumstances as set forth in the House Bill
1032."

What are those certain limited circumstances?

MR. CONTI: I don't have a copy of the legislation
in front of me. But it was - do you recall, Emalie?

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: No, not the specific ones that
they were talking about. I know the exclusions, but I don't
know the specifics. I don't remember which specific ones.

MR. CONTI: We will look that up.

MS. ROBIN HILL: Is there any limitations on the
number of Caesareans or number of surgeries that they had
whether or not they can have a VBAC?

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: Absolutely.

MR. CONTI: I think there was, and it had to be a
low transverse.

MS. JACQUELINE HILL: And wouldn't a physician have
to be available, also? Wasn't that part of it, that a

physician would have to be available for complications that
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occur?

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: All direct-entry midwives have
some sort of affiliation with that hospital and a physician.
Whether they are notified ahead of time or not, that is up to
the agreement that they have. But, yes, there is an emergency
plan.

MS. ROBIN HILL: So, is it a low-transverse uterine
incision and a low-transverse abdominal incision?

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: No, it wouldn't necessarily be
the abdominal incision because sometimes a vertical incision
is done, but a low cervical incision is done once they are
there inside.

MS. ROBIN HILL: All right.

MR. RAYMOND: All right. So, we will table how we
move on this until we have the specific language on Dr. Robin
Hill's question.

MR. CONTI: We do, and we're getting that right now,
but we do need to make good decision today because your report
is then due December 1lst.

MR. RAYMOND: We will table it until we have the

language back. We will table it for today, and we won't close
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up Open Session until we have that.

MR. CONTI: Excellent.

MR. RAYMOND: But we will move on to E, and close
out E, and hope that we will get that information back shortly.
Is that okay?

MS. MENTZER: I can move on to 8E?

MR. RAYMOND: Yep.

MS. MENTZER: This is notification from the
Direct-Entry Midwifery Advisory Committee to the Board to let
the Board know that the committee members on the Direct-Entry
Midwifery Advisory Committee, that will be completing their
appointments or their terms on December 31, 2021, for the Board
to provide for the appointments by the Board to the committee
pursuant to Annotated Code of Maryland, Health Occupations
Article, Title 8, Subtitle 6C, Section 8-6C-11.

Dr. Harold Fox is the Maryland Hospital Association
representative. He is completing his second four-year term.
And you should be receiving some information from a
representative, an email with some information about the person
that they believe would be a good fit from the Maryland Hospital

Association, and it will either come from Traci LaValle or from
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Jane Krienke. They are the two individuals that are working to
provide to the Board someone that they would consider to be an
acceptable individual physician who would be knowledgeable and
be helpful to the committee regarding supporting this committee
in that role.

The second person is Dr. Kai Parker. She is a
representative of a licensed direct-entry midwife member and
has also been serving as the chairperson. She is also
completing her second term. And Elizabeth Reiner, licensed
direct-entry midwife, is a committee licensed direct-entry
midwife member co-chairperson completing her second four-year
term, also. Both of those terms will be ending on December
31, 2021.

And if you read in the document, you will be hearing
from the AIMM, which is the Association of Independent Midwives
of Maryland, for recommendations of who they would recommend to

the Board who would be acceptable individuals to serve on this

committee.
The last person is Jessica Watkins. She's our
committee consumer member. She's completing her first four-year

term, and is seeking reappointment by the Board for a second
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four-year term. She served the committee very well in her role
as consumer member. She actually led the discussion last month
on the study that the Direct-Entry Midwifery Advisory committee
was reporting to the legislature. She is interested in being
considered for a reappointment by this Board to the committee.
Any questions about that?
(No gquestions posed)

MR. RAYMOND: Thank you for that. We do have the
language, Dr. Hill, that you requested. So, I will ask Mr.
Conti to read that out for us.

MR. CONTI: So, last year in House Bill 1032 the
limitation included in that legislation was that direct-entry
midwives would be able to attend vaginal birth after Caesarean
so long as it was a single previous Caesarean section that; one,
resulted in a confirmed low-transverse incision; and two, it was
performed at least 18 months before the expected date of birth.

Those are the limitations.

MS. ROBIN HILL: Thank you.

MR. RAYMOND: Thank you. Appreciate that, Michael.

Dr. Hill, does that satisfy your question?

MS. ROBIN HILL: Yes, sir.
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MR. RAYMOND: Fantastic. So, we do need to make a
motion on what we're going to do regarding this report. The
report that was put in front of the committee does include a
recommendation for the expansion of scope with the VBACs. So,
if we adopt the report and assume the components of the report
as our own, then in our own report it will include that.

So, I will entertain a motion from the Board.

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: I would move that we -- a motion
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for continued support.

MR. RAYMOND: So, adopt the components of the report

as well?

MS. GIBBONS-BAKER: Yes.

MS. ROBIN HILL: Second, Dr. Robin Hill.

MR. RAYMOND: I have a motion from

Gibbons-Baker, and a second from Dr.
favor?
ALL: Aye.
MR. RAYMOND: Any opposed?
(No oppositions)
MR. RAYMOND: Motion carries.

MS. MENTZER: You're welcome.

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MR. RAYMOND: We will go back to Item Number 7.
Iman, are you online?

MS. FARID: Good morning. Yes, I am. Can you hear
me”?

MR. RAYMOND: Yes, good morning.

MS. FARID: Good morning. So, today I will be
presenting Legislative Item 7A, which are regulations proposed
by the Nurse Practitioner Association of Maryland in response
to the enactment of House Bill 95 and Senate Bill 476.

So, you should have two documents. The first is the
statutory language of House Bill 95 that was passed this past
2021 Legislative Session. And the second document is the
drafted regulations. If you could first turn your attention to
the statutes you will find on the bottom of Page 2 continuing
onto the top of Page 3 the language that requires the Board to
adopt the regulations. The regulation should address two main
factors. The first should be to provide the manner in which an
advanced practice registered nurse delegates a nursing or other
technical task to an assistant, and the second should be to
establish limitations on the authority of an advanced practice

registered nurse to delegate nursing or other technical tasks to
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an assistant. That is what the status sheet states currently.

With that being said, if you now look at the first
draft of the regulations you will find a set of definitions and
conditions that are relevant to delegation. So, these
regulations have come to the Board for its review and further
discussions to determine if the appropriately address the
provisions in the statute, and whether there needs to be any
further changes.

Before I open it up to questions, I would just like
to ask if there are any representatives from NPAM online with
us this morning. If you are, could you unmute yourself and
announce?

MS. LANG: Hi. Yes, my name is Beverly Lang, I'm
the executive director for the Nurse Practitioner Association
of Maryland.

MS. FARID: Good morning, Ms. Lang. Is there anyone
else that you know of that will be joining us this morning?

MS. LANG: I am not certain.

MS. FARID: So, with Ms. Lang on the phone I would
like to open it up now, and would be happy to answer any

questions you might have.
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(No guestions posed)
MR. RAYMOND: Ms. Lang, do you have a position on this?
(No response)

MR. RAYMOND: Ms. Lang, are you still online?

MS. LANG: Yes, I am. I'm sorry, I thought you were
addressing Iman.

MR. RAYMOND: That's okay.

MS. LANG: We are proposing these regulations as
brought forward. We held a meeting with the Board of Nursing
representatives Iman and Karen Evans. Hopefully, they will
meet your approval.

MR. RAYMOND: Okay. So, I think in looking at the
proposed regulations, I think what we will probably need to do
is take this under advisement and go back to the Legislative
Committee of the Board to review the scope of what is actually
meant by "limitations" and "clarification of the scope,"
because those are pretty broad statements within the
recommendation.

MS. LANG: And I will tell you that the definitions
were taken from the current Nurse Practice Act in other areas.

So, the two definitions are already printed in the documents.
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MR. RAYMOND: Okay. We will take that under
advisement and have that committee take a look at it, and then
come back to the Board with those recommendations.

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it is being given IV. There's a big push from advanced
providers for nursing to be administering ketamine IV. In most
of the cases that I'm aware of, the physician is present, but as
it rolls out and it becomes more and more muddies, I'm not so

sure that everybody is on the same page to provide safe practice

for the administration of this drug. So, I'm not sure where to
go. Help.

We can take it to a committee. We have talked about
that before. I know Shirley did develop something to go to
legislation at one point. I previewed it. I couldn't put my
hands on it before this meeting.

MS. EVANS: Rhonda is going to see if she can find
it.

MS. TURNER: Okay. And I'm not sure it clarified a
lot of the questions I'm even asking currently.

MS. EVANS: We did have a session, and I think at
that time we were - we didn't know if we should just do
ketamine or do a broad category as opposed to just ketamine.
