226(c)(2) OF THE ADMINISTRATIVE PROCEDURE ACT  

 
         The Maryland Board of Nursing e SUMMARY 

SUSPENSION of the multi-state licensure privilege of LIZETTE NGAMALUE, (the

License No. P63457).  The Board takes this action pursuant to the authority of Maryland Code 

Ann., State Government Article § 10-226(c)(2) (2021 Repl. Vol.), which provides:  

(2)  A unit may order summarily the suspension of a license if the unit: 

(i)  finds that the public, health, safety, or welfare imperatively requires 
emergency action; and  

(ii)  promptly gives the licensee: 

1.  Written notice of the suspension, the finding and the reasons 
that support the finding; and   

2.  An opportunity to be heard. 

The Board has reason, as set forth below, to find that the public health, safety, or welfare

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INVESTIGATIVE FINDINGS AND REASONS IN SUPPORT OF SUMMARY 
SUSPENSION 

Based on investigatory information obtained by, received by and made known to and 

available to the Board, the Board has reason to believe that the following facts are true:1

Based on the foregoing investigative findings and reasons, the Board finds that the public 

health, safety or welfare imperatively requires emergency action in this case pursuant to Md. Code 

Ann., State Govt. § 10-226(c)(2) (2021 Repl. Vol.). 

ORDER 

              It is hereby:   

 ORDERED that pursuant to the authority vested in the Board of Nursing by Maryland 

Code Ann., State Govt. § 10-226(c)(2) (2021 Repl. Vol.) the Multi-State Licensing Privilege (Iowa 

 P63457) of LIZETTE NGAMALUE to practice as a licensed practical nurse in the State of 

Maryland is hereby SUMMARILY SUSPENDED; and be it further 

 ORDERED that there will be a Show Cause Hearing on Wednesday, May 25, 2022 at 

11:30a.m. before the Board at the Maryland Board of Nursing offices, 4140 Patterson Avenue, 

Baltimore, Maryland 21215: and be it further 

 ORDERED Multi-State Licensing Privilege 

(Iowa  P63457) is continued following a Show Cause Hearing, the Respondent has the right to a 

full evidentiary hearing before the Board and a hearing will be scheduled before the Board if the 

Respondent submits a written request for an evidentiary hearing to the Board no later than thirty 

ed after the Show Cause Hearing; 

and be it further 

    ORDERED that if the Respondent does not submit a timely written request to the Board 

for an evidentiary hearing within 30 days from the date of 
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the Show Cause Hearing, the Respondent shall have waived all rights now and in the future to any 

hearing on the Multi-State Licensing 

Privilege (Iowa P63457) and the factual allegations contained in this Order for Summary 

Suspension; and it is further 

ORDERED that this Order for Summary Suspension shall remain in effect and the 

Multi-State Licensing Privilege (Iowa P63457) shall 

continue until further Order of the Board; and it is further 

ORDERED Multi-State Licensing Privilege 

to Practice Licensed Practical Nurse License Pursuant to Section 10-226(c)(2) of the 

Administrative Procedure Act PUBLIC RECORD pursuant to Md. Code Ann., General
